Submission Requirements
1. An essay completed by the Lieutenant Governor of the division to include, but not be limited to the following:
Describe, in detail how unity was built amongst the clubs of the division, how clubs communicated, how project ideas were shared, and how the division showed spirit at district events. Illustrate how the divisional facebook page was used to help clubs learn about divisional and district happenings, as well as share ideas and communicate.
2. A list of any divisional projects, socials, divisional meetings (beyond the four required DCMs) and interclub meetings, projects or events. For each event or project, please include a brief description and an explanation of how the event inspired unity within the division.

3. At least one (include more if desired) essay, no more than 250 words, written by a Club President in the Division to include, but not be limited to the following:
Describe how the Lieutenant Governor of the division has kindled communication and a sense of unity between the clubs in the division. Give an example of how your club communicated with another club in the division and the benefit your club received from doing so.

4. Attach up to 3 other items for consideration. Items may include but are not limited to a divisional point system, a copy of divisional awards, an agenda for additional meetings, proof of interclub communication, etc.
