Convention Code of Conduct


The Wisconsin-Upper Michigan Key Club District Board urges every attendee to participate in and experience all facets of this District Convention.  The following Code of Conduct has been established for all participants to ensure a safe and pleasant environment.  Every attendee will be expected to conduct himself/herself in a manner that will give credit to the organization of which we all are part.  We, as guests of the hotel, are expected to abide by their regulations and restrictions as well as those listed below.

1.  Dress Code:
1. Clothing unbecoming of a Key Clubber will not be allowed at any time.  This is a professional convention, and attire will be appropriate and conservative. Decisions made by the District Board or Sgt-at-Arms concerning attire are final and non-negotiable.

2. Official dress for the convention sessions, workshops, and caucuses will be business casual.  Business casual is defined as:

· Males: Slacks or khakis; collared shirts; dress shoes

· Females: Skirt (no shorter than 3” above knee), dress, or slacks; blouse; dress shoes/dress sandals 
3. Awards Banquet will be formal.  Formal is defined as:

· Males: Dress pants; collared shirt; tie; dress shoes. Ties are required. Suit coats are suggested.

· Females: Prom Dress, skirt and blouse, or dress suit; dress shoes/dress sandals

4. Opening Session and Friday night will be casual or theme attire.  Free Time and Dances will be casual attire.  

· Must be in good taste; you are representing WI-UM Key Club
*NO denim jeans, denim skirts, shorts, flip-flops, T-shirts, or tennis shoes will be allowed during a business casual or formal event.  Revealing clothing will NOT be permitted at any time.

2.  No alcoholic beverages or drugs of any nature, with the exception of prescribed medication, will be permitted.  This rule applies to everyone attending the convention, and will be strictly enforced.

3.  A curfew of 12:00am on Friday and 12:00am on Saturday will be observed and enforced.  Key Clubbers are expected to be in their rooms at this time and are expected to remain there until 6:00am.  During curfew, hotel room doors, windows, and curtains are to remain closed.  Key Clubbers may not leave their rooms for ANY reason without the permission of the District Administrator.  Unnecessary noise at any hour is prohibited.

4.  Rowdy behavior is prohibited.  Such behavior includes, but is not limited to, gambling, vandalism, profanity/abusive language, use of fireworks, or any behavior unbecoming of a Key Club Member.

5.  Dropping any item from balconies or other elevated positions is strictly prohibited.  All persons occupying the rooms from which articles have been dropped to the areas below will be held responsible for any damages or personal injury caused by such action, and will be dismissed from the convention.

6.  The Sergeant-at-Arms Committee is authorized to confiscate any materials causing disturbance to the orderly procedure of the convention.

7.  Every Key Clubber will be required to attend ALL sessions and activities of the convention.  Adults are also expected to attend all sessions.  Timeliness is expected.

8.  Every participant will respect the authority of the Sergeant-at-Arms Committee, the District Board, the District Administrator(s), and all adult advisors.

9.  Convention identification badges must be worn in plain view at all times during Convention.  Convention wristbands must also be worn at all times during Convention from arrival on Friday until after departure on Sunday.

10.  Males will not be allowed in the rooms of females, and females will not be allowed in the rooms of males.  Infractions of this regulation will lead to dismissal of all those involved.
